As an Associate Member, UNOOSA is looking forward to further engage with the CEOS community, with the aim of better delivering on objectives as mandated by the UN General Assembly.

UNOOSA is the only organization within the UN with a broader mandate for space activities related to science, technology, capacity building and space law.
Implementing UN-SPIDER is one significant new mandate given to UNOOSA; the UN-SPIDER Programme was established in 2006 by the UN General Assembly, through a resolution adopted by UN Member States (GA Resolution 61/110) in order to ensure that all countries and international and regional organizations have access to and develop the capacity to use all types of space-based information to support the full disaster management cycle. 
The recent significant support provided by the UN-SPIDER team to the Philippines is a good example of our efforts to implement a framework to support the most vulnerable developing countries. 
UNOOSA is pleased, therefore, to be engaged and help lead the WGISS Disaster Response Interest Group, ensuring that in this context, user requirements and ongoing efforts are better aligned, while facilitating developing countries’ access to the vast amount of expertise and resources that CEOS members could offer.
In this context, we invite Space Agencies present to join us on our Technical Advisory Missions as requested by Governments. Planned missions include Jamaica, Samoa, Fiji, Maldives, Dominican Republic, Colombia and Philippines. 
We can provide further details if of interest.
UNOOSA is also facilitating user feedback from the UN community to CEOS on various space-based information systems and services available or needed, through our role as WGISS User Vice-chair.
UNOOSA looks forward to be re-engaged in WGEdu, in order to benefit from the work of the Working Group and to synergize capacity building efforts, in support of our own mandates. 

UNOOSA also continues to co-lead various GEO tasks of specific interest to the UN community, specifically in the area of disaster management and capacity building.
In the coming years we believe that we could play an effective role in bringing global attention to the issue of data democracy and promoting it through the UN Committee on Peaceful Uses of Outer Space (COPUOS), which is an intergovernmental negotiation and decision-making forum, and the UN system in general through our Inter-Agency coordinating mechanism.
Through the same coordinating mechanism UNOOSA could engage ITU on radiofrequency coordination matters as well.
